The store’s hours are as follows: Monday to Wednesday and Friday—10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.; Thursday—

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Class participants are asked to arrive 15 minutes before class time to set up their sewing machine, organize 
supplies and fabrics, etc., and be ready to begin on time.
